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Suppression of women through dress code enforcements 
Agence France Presse, Aug. 9, Tehran - The chief of Iran's police has told women not to dress up like "models", amid fresh signs Monday of a mounting crackdown on skimpy dressers still defying the Islamic republic's dress code. 
"In accordance with the law, the police are confronting people who appear in public in an indecent and inappropriate way, and who are regarded by the law enforcement officials as models," police chief Mohammad Bagher Ghalibaf told the official news agency IRNA. 
"This is social deviancy and cannot be solved by normal police operations," Ghalibaf added... 
Women ignoring the Islamic dress code can be jailed for up to two months or fined between 50,000 and 500,000 rials (six and 60 dollars). 
Women-only sections planned for Tehran parks

Under the council plan, screened off sections will be created in five city parks…
All primary and secondary schools as well as some universities in the Islamic Republic are segregated. 
Buses have separate sections for men and women and the Tehran underground offers women-only wagons. 
Most sports clubs in Iran have separate working hours for the two sexes. Women wearing scarves and long coats are sometimes seen jogging through city parks in the early morning.
